This is a three credit course which meets three times a week. The required text for the course is: CRIMINAL PROCEDURES: THE POLICE, edited by Marc L. Miller and Ronald F. Wright (Fifth Edition). The classroom is an academic environment and all activities within it should be focused on development of the mind and the advancement of the understanding of the development of law. Therefore, no electronic devices (laptops, tablets, netbooks, smart phones, etc) will be permitted on during class. Students may always bring their devices to class but no devices may be turned on unless the class has been directed to do so.  Surfing the internet, downloading music or other materials, updating social media pages, emailing friends and relatives and watching pornography are all strictly prohibited. Students violating this rule will be asked to leave classroom.

The ABA requires attendance be maintained for all law school classes and there is a mandatory attendance rule for this class. Any absences in over five (5) will be deemed excessive. Grades will be negatively impacted for any student who exceeds the 5 absences. Please do not inform me when you will be absent. You have five absences to use or not use as you see fit. Please do not ask for an excused absence to travel, go to competitions, etc. Of course, you may do those things but they will count within the five absences. Therefore, you should choose when to be absent carefully. If you become ill or have a family emergency that will cause you to violate the attendance policy, you should contact the Office of Student Affairs and that office will notify your faculty members if needed. All students are expected to be prepared for class, which means the assigned materials have been read and reflected on before class begins.  Any student who knows he or she is unprepared for class may elect to use a pass for the day. Each student is allowed to pass twice during the semester. In order to pass, the student should place a note on the podium before class begins. If there is no note,  and a student is called upon, and is clearly unprepared for class, that shall constitute an absence, which counts against the five permitted absences. The duration of the class  is 50 minutes. There will be no break. If a student has a medical condition that impacts the ability to sit for 50 minutes, the student should go to the Office of Student Services and seek relief from this course requirement. Otherwise, all students are expected to remain in class for the 50 minutes.  

By the end of the semester, it is expected that all students will be able to identify fourth, fifth and sixth amendment constitutional issues as they occur during the period between stop, arrest and trial, but not of the trial issues. Students should be able to analyze both Supreme Court as well as state law precedent and apply the law to the issues identified. All students should be able to propose policy to respond to specific criminal justice problems. While this is not an ethics course, all students will also become familiar with some of the ethical issues that prosecutors, defenders and judges can experience in the criminal justice process that takes place prior to trial. Criminal Procedure is a bar subject. This course has a 3 hour closed book exam. No materials will be permitted within the exam room and no watches are allowed. The Levin College of Law has an honor code. Any one cheating violates the code and will be subject to disciplinary sanction. The University of Florida uses a letter grade system, where the highest grade is an A and the lowest an E (which is a failing grade here). The University does use “+ and “-” grades, however there is no “A+”. 

The University of Florida adheres to all requirements under Americans with Disabilities Act. If a student needs an accommodation, he or she should contact the Office of Student Services. All students are permitted to observe officially recognized religious holidays without penalty. Absences for observation of officially recognized religious holidays do not count against the four permitted absences. 

Announcements required by the Law School:

(1) The faculty has been asked to give you guidelines on how long you should spend preparing for class. In a professional school environment there can only be one answer. A student needs to spend as much time preparing and is required for that student to BE prepared. Some students read faster than others. Some understand abstract concepts more quickly. One student may be able to adequately prepare for class in two hours while another may need four. Each student should spend the amount of time that will allow him/her to be adequately prepared. As a general guideline, a student should spend two to four (2-4) hours reading ad preparing for each 50 minute class hour. HOWEVER, PLEASE BE ADVISED if a student spends that amount of time and comes to class unprepared, it shall not be an excuse  that the suggested amount of time was spent preparing. If  a student is unprepared, the student will be marked as such with the accompanying penalty mentioned above.
